TAMPA—HAVING AN ATHEIST BOOTH at the 2007 Florida State 
Fair seemed like a good idea. After all, thousands of people 
attend. So, in May 2006, I embarked upon the laborious task of 
filling out an application for Atheists of Florida. We had a feel-
ing we might not get in. Months went by without any word from 
the Fair Authority. We had given up hope of hearing from them.
 But Andy Young heard about it and wasn’t happy. So he e-
mailed them to inquire why they never contacted us. They 
stated that they had never received our application. Andy for-
warded their e-mail to me. I then responded back to the Fair 
Authority that I knew better since I had personally prepared the 
application. The fair was scheduled to begin February 9th. 

On Saturday, February 4th, I received a call from Atheists of 
Florida Chairman Ed Golly. An envelope from the Fair Author-
ity, (without any postage,) had mysteriously appeared in his 
mailbox. It contained a letter stating that if we paid the neces-
sary fees and obtained the required liability insurance by 5:00 
pm on February 5th we could purchase a ten by ten square foot 
booth. Somehow, our application had been found. 

Paying the required fees was easy. Purchasing the insurance 
in one day was impossible. However, I called the Fair Authority 
and under the circumstances they allowed us an extension. We 
managed to get the insurance coverage we needed within the 
time extended, and satisfied all elements of the application. 

Our spot in the Expo Building wasn’t the best location but 
that’s understandable. Someone has to get the leftovers. It was 
better than nothing, I thought. But business was very slow. And 
the crowd was not friendly at all. In fact, it was downright hos-
tile.  

The fascists would come by, create a disturbance and then 
someone would call security and we would get the blame. They 
were trying to get us thrown out. I caught on to their mode of 
operation very quickly. 

Much to their surprise, from that moment on, we were the 
ones calling security. As soon as I detected any hostility at all, I 
asked them to go away and leave us alone. Several refused to 
leave. We simply summoned security and asked to have them 
removed. They were. 

We spent eleven 13-hour days at the fair. Each day began at 
9:00 and the stand had to be occupied at all times until 10:00 
PM. The stand did, as usual, generate lots of curiosity and occa-
sional conversations with passersby who had never engaged in a 
serious conversation with an atheist. We also had many sign-
ups interested in Atheists of Florida to whom we sent follow-up 
information and a membership application. However, consider-
ing the cost to purchase the space and merchandise, and the 
time commitment by the volunteers who attended the stand, I

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microevolution. It explained why evolution 
is not a straight line from simple to com-
plex, but instead resembles a many 
branched tree. It took the work of Mendel 
and many other genetics to show that 
microevolution is a change in gene fre-
quency brought about by mutation, migra-
tion, and natural selection. Darwin had it 
right all along and the evidence is indisput-
able. 

So, what does all of this have to do with 
creationism. There is so much evidence to 
show changes in living things that they 
could not argue that point. What creation-
ists do say is that there is no macroevolu-
tion. This position ridicules and shows ei-
ther a complete misunderstanding of evolu-
tion and evolutionary terms or the inten-
tional discarding of valid information be-
cause it does not fit into their biblical young 
earth idea. 

Biologists define macroevolution as large 
scale patterns, rates of change among major 
taxonomic groups of living things. It has 
nothing to do with the process of evolution. 
I hesitate to use analogies when explaining 
evolution, but in this case I am going to try. 
If we start with lumber, nails and the right 
tools we can build houses, barns, piers, or 
picnic tables. All are different structures 
made from the exact same materials. The 
building of these structures is microevolu-
tion. We change the lumber, determine the 
spot, and select the structures to be built. 

The resulting structures represent macro-
evolution. By com-
paring different 
houses, barns, piers, 
and picnic tables we 
can discover pat-
terns and rates of 
change among 
them. These pat-

terns show us a relationship, but it has noth-
ing to do with how they were built. What 
we can do is to trace back to see if there is a 
relationship to the lumber, nails, and tools 
that were used. 

When creationists admit that there is 
microevolution they are in 100% agreement 
with the theory of evolution. Imagine the 
changes in chickens and dogs in the last 
few hundred years. To think that they 
would not have changed much more in sev-
eral million years is not logical. When crea-
tionists declare that macroevolution did not 
take place they are right, because it is not a 
process. It shows their ignorance of evolu-
tionary terms or it is intentional distortion 
of their meaning. 

�� he Greek philosophers knew that there 
was a connection between all living 

things. It seemed obvious, but there was no 
evidence. Time passed and philosophy gave 
way to biblical teachings. In the 1600s some 
naturalists wrote of interbreeding organisms, 
but it was held that living things were un-
changed from the first. 
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In the 1700s 
when Linnaeus 
introduced the sys-
tem of cataloging 
living things that 
we still use today, 

he believed that plants and animals were 
unchanged from the moment of creation. 
About the same time Buffon was publishing 
his works that suggested that environmental 
influences or simple chance could cause 
changes in living things. However he still 
maintained that all animals participated 
equally in the grace of Creation. 

In the early 1800s Lamarck proposed that 
all animals were continually changing by the 
gradual accumulation of acquired character-
istics and that each generation was more 
advanced than 
their ancestors. 

Strangely he 
was pretty close 
to having it right. 
He thought that 
tiny bits of living 
matter explained 
continuous creation. His problem was that he 
still accepted Creation and the Great Chain 
of Being, with lower organisms at the bot-
tom, God at the top and man somewhere in 
the middle. 

In 1844 Vestiges of the Natural History of 
the Creation, by Robert Chambers was pub-
lished it caused a scandal. He had proposed 
the perpetual transformation (evolution) of 
species. Chambers was not a scientist and 
had no evidence, but the book was very 
popular. The scandal may have been one of 
the reasons that Darwin waited so long to 
publish On the Origin of Species. 

When Charles Darwin proved that small 
changes in living things over long periods of 
time by the action of natural selection re-
sulted in evolution, he was in fact describing

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� �HE UNITED NATIONS’ MAJOR HUMAN  RIGHTS 
group condemned “defamation” of religion, and 

called upon member states last month to ban literature 
and other materials containing “racist or xenophobic 
ideas” that might lead to hostility against religious 
groups. Islamic states joined with Mexico, the Russian 
Federation and China in supporting the measure which 
passed 24-14. There were nine abstentions. The Human 
Rights Council resolution expressed concern at 
“negative stereotyping” of religion, and excoriated 

“attempts to identify Islam with terrorism.”  
“The resolution is tabled in the expectation that it will 

compel the international community to acknowledge 
and address the disturbing phenomena of the defama-
tion of religions, especially Islam,” declared the Coun-
cil delegate from Pakistan who also represented the 
Organization of the Islamic Conference.  

News observers suggested that the resolution grew of 
violent protests by Islamists over a series of unflattering 
cartoons published in September 2005 depicting the 
prophet Mohammed. Muslims, backed by Christian, 
Jewish and other religious groups, condemned the 
drawings and called for anti-blasphemy legislation. In 
1989, similar protests spread through the Arab world, 
Asia, Europe and even the United States over the publi-
cation of Salman Rushdie’s book The Satanic Verses. 

These incidents have fueled a debate over the status 
of religion in modern society, and raised calls for the 
return of blasphemy statutes aimed at protecting reli-
gious groups from “hurtful” or defamatory remarks of 
any kind. Proponents debate how far such legislation 
should go, however. The U.S. resolution only mentions 
Islam, but representatives of other faiths have called for 
similar protection of all religions. 

Some Human Rights Council 
member representatives expressed 
disappointment that the resolution 
did not explicitly cover “defama-
tion” against all religions. According 
to a U.N. press release, delegate 
Carlo Alvarado from Guatemala said 
that his nation “condemned defama-
tion of religions and any practice 
incompatible with the preservation 
of fundamental rights and free-
doms,” but grumbled that the draft 
resolution “was unbalanced and 
gave importance to one single relig-
ion over all others.” Similar senti-

ments were voiced by Munu Mahawar of India who 
repeated the claim that the resolution focused only all 
one religion, while “all religions were facing the prob-
lem of defamation in one form or another.” 

None of the representatives took a position aggres-
sively defending the virtues of free expression and 
secularism. Birgitta Siefker-Eberle of Germany, how-
ever, said that an “on-going dialogue” was the best 
way of resolving differences, and that it was problem-
atic to reconcile “defamation” with discrimination.  In 
favor of the controversial resolution were 24 repre-
sented governments: Algeria, Azerbaijan, Bahrain, 
Bangladesh, Cameroon,  China, Cuba, Djibouti, Ga-
bon, Indonesia, Jordan, Malaysia, Mali, Mauritius, 
Mexico, Morocco, Pakistan, Philippines, Russian Fed-
eration, Saudi Arabia, Senegal, South Africa, Sri 
Lanka and Tunisia. Opposing states (14) were: Can-
ada, Czech Republic, Finland, France, Germany, Gua-
temala, Japan, Netherlands, Poland, Republic of Ko-
rea, Romania, Switzerland, Ukraine and the United 
Kingdom. Abstaining from the vote were: Argentina, 
Brazil, Ecuador, Ghana, India, Peru, Uruguay and 
Zambia. ~~ 

As editor of this publication, I speak now on behalf of 
myself: this proposed resolution is a terrible idea, and a 
transparent attempt to roll back centuries of progress in 
civil discourse under the rubric of curtailing hate speech 
and bigotry. In fact, if this resolution is adopted the ex-
act opposite would result. 

It sets the stage for arbitrariness, censorship, and 
would be used to quash dissent and meaningful dialog 
concerning the absurd claims posited by religion, or the 
foolishness of basing governmental policy on ancient 
religious texts. When a dialog becomes too uncomfort-
able for an adherent, they need only play the 
‘defamation card’ and that’s effectively the end of any 
meaningful discussion. Satire or social commentary 
would be, in effect, beheaded. 

To the devout believer, it is a small step from criti-
cism/accountability to ‘defamation’; and an even 
smaller step from ‘radical’ to heretic. One can only 
imagine that religious orthodoxy would embrace being 
held to ever lower standards of accountability. 

If this resolution has truly grown out of Muslim unrest 
as some observers suggest, then we would be sending 
the wrong message by adopting it; the rest of the world 
should not be censored as per the prickly sensibilities 
and emotional insecurity of a vociferous and at times 
violent minority that has one philosophical leg planted 
squarely in the Bronze Age.  

A concession of this magnitude will only encourage 
all Orthodox religious adherents to demand more and 
more, until there’s nothing left to concede.   

Recalcitrant Muslims (or any other such religious 
group) employing tactics of threats, destruction, or vio-
lence, need to be incarcerated, then brought into court 
and challenged to prove their claims, according to the 
same standards of evidence that the legal system and 
scientific community must adhere to.  

Religious zealots do not need to be stroked, they 
need to be pricked and prodded, so as to be brought 
into the 21st century; or they will surely drag the 
rest of us back to the 9th century. —MH 
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U. N. Rights Council condemns

Project at the ACLU of Florida, recognized that the 
clear intent of the proposed legislation is to make the 
judicial waiver of the parental notice requirement more 
difficult for young women to obtain. 

A better idea would be to improve access to birth 
control and sex education which would reduce the 
number of abortions without endangering the health 
and safety of young women, according to Derwin. 
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WASHINGTON—A U.S. House committee did the right 
thing in denying efforts to allow “faith-based” employ-
ment discrimination in Head Start programs.  

The House Committee on Education and Labor re-
jected on a party-line vote an amendment that would 
allow religious groups that operate Head Start pro-
grams to discriminate on the basis of religion in hiring 
staff. This has been perceived as a stunning rebuke to 
the Bush Administration’s attempted end-run around 
our Constitution via execute fiat.  There is no place for 
religious discrimination in Head Start or any Federally-
funded program. The Head Start programs have oper-
ated successfully since 1972 without hiring and firing 
based on religious leanings; and, in fact, contain civil 
rights protections that bar such discriminatory prac-
tices. Head Start teachers and staff should not be sub-
jected to religious tests.. 
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STARKE, FL—A federal judge ruled  that a cross, placed 
on the city water tower in the 1970s at the orders of a 
power plant superintendent, most be removed. 

The religious icon in question was brought to the 
court’s attention when American Atheists Inc. and a 
Starke resident, John Bevill, filed a lawsuit to remove 
it in 2005. The complaint emphasized the nation’s con-
stitutional guarantee of separation of state and church. 

Bevill, an atheist who routinely drives by the tower, 
“felt alienated and demeaned by a sense that in the 
eyes of the community, his absence of religious belief 
renders him a second-class citizen.” 

In his order, U.S. District Judge John H. Moore II 
noted there was support in the city to keep the cross. 
Bumper stickers sprung up around Starke with a pic-
ture of the tower and reading “I support HIS CROSS.” 
A city work crew directed to remove the cross earlier 
this year refused to do so. This behavior of the Starke 
workers is emblematic of the above-the-law mentality 
that many devout theists feel is justified by their belief 
in a so-called higher power. Fortunately, that higher 
power does not sign their paychecks or provide insur-
ance; otherwise, they’d likely go without food, shelter, 
and medical care. Starke officials contracted Gaines-
ville Regional Utilities whose employees removed the 
cross, leaving only a radio aerial on top of the tower. 

Moore, in the order, noted: “If ever there was a clear 
case of ‘excessive governmental entanglement’ with 
religion, this is it.” Indeed. 
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WASHINGTON—A growing group of U.S. lawmakers 
who are urging Americans to “get back to prayer” 
should stop meddling in religion and get back to work, 
so says Americans United for Separation of Church 
and State! 

U.S. Rep. J. Randy Forbes (R-
VA) and congressional allies held a 
press conference at the Capitol to 
“officially call America back to 
prayer and encourage people to 
sign up to pray for our nation for 
five minutes each week.” 

Reverend Barry W. Lynn, Ameri-
cans United executive director, was 
quoted as saying, “Lawmakers 
should stick to their constitutional 

duties and leave religious decisions to individuals. 
Congressional meddling in religion is an affront to the 
First Amendment principle of church-state separation. 
Religion is too important to become a political foot-
ball.” 

Lynn also noted that the nation’s Founding Fathers 
were against mixing religion and government.  James 
Madison, the Father of the Constitution, noted in 1788, 
“There is not a shadow of right in the general govern-
ment to intermeddle with religion. Its least interference 
with it, would be a most flagrant usurpation.” 

Lynn again: “There are a host of political issues of 
utmost importance to Americans,” and,  “Rep. Forbes 
and other members of Congress should work on those 
and leave decisions about religion to the American 
people.” 
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TALLAHASSEE—Wasting no time upon arrival in the 
Florida Senate, Valrico Medievalist Ronda Storms (R-
Like You Didn’t Know) filed a bill last month that 
could make it more difficult for a minor to persuade a 
judge not to notify her parents that she is having an 
abortion. 

State law already requires that parents of minors 
seeking an abortion be notified. The law permits such 
minors to ask a judge to waive that requirement. 
Storms’ bill places more burdens on judges to make 
their decisions.
